Before You Start

¢ Always disconnect the negative battery terminal. Consult a qualified technician
for instructions if you are unsure.

¢ Avoid installing the amplifier where it would be subject to high temperatures,

such as from direct sunlight, or where it would be subject to dust, dirt or
excessive vibration.

¢ Use extreme caution when drilling holes to avoid damaging fuel lines or
existing vehicle wiring.

e An amplifier installation kit and RCA cable (sold separately) is highly recommended
to facilitate the installation. Consult your dealer for recommendations.

Mounting Location

¢ For optimum performance, make sure to provide at least 1" of space around all
sides of the amplifier.

* Do not mount the JSW65U under carpets or where airflow is restricted.

¢ Do not install the JSSW65U where it may be exposed to moisture.

¢ The optimum mounting location varies between vehicles. Remember to test all
amplifier functions before completing the final mounting procedure.

Connect BAT+, GND and REM wires accordingly. A suitable fuse MUST be installed on the
BAT+ lead within 18" of the battery for protection of the vehicle’s electrical system.

Fuse Rating

When replacing the fuse, make
sure new fuse is the correct type
and amperage. Using an incorrect
fuse could damage the amplifier.
The JSW65U uses (1) 25 amp ATO
style fuse.

Power/Ground Wire Size

For optimum performance, use only
10 gauge wire or larger. Make sure
to use the same size power and
ground wire.
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Typical Wire Routing

Input Signal Connections
Low Level (RCA)
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Control Setup and Adjustment

Low level (RCA) input signal is preferred for best
performance. Typical under-seat installations require

a 10-12 foot RCA cable depending on the vehicle.

Using twisted pair construction RCA cables will minimize
noise.

High level inputs should only be used when RCA outputs
are not available from the head unit. Connect the head
unit speaker outputs to the high level input connector as
shown below. The black wire (signal reference ground)
may or may not require a connection to chassis ground -
depending on your particular installation. Do not use both
low and high level inputs at the same time. Connect only
one or the other.

The adjustable crossover is used to filter out frequencies
above 50Hz ~ 150Hz. Adjust it to where the sound output
blends with the rest of the sound system.

Increases the volume of bass by a variable amount,
centered at the bass frequency adjustment. Turn the BASS
BOOST knob clockwise to increase the volume of the bass.
Adjust this control with caution, as improper use can
damage speakers.

The phase control compensates for delay between the
JSW65U output and the rest of the sound system.

Begin with the phase control set to 0 degrees. If the sound
is adequate from the normal listening position inside the
vehicle, no further adjustment is necessary. If the sound is
thin or lacking bass, adjust the phase control until the bass
is full and punchy.

The input level control (LEVEL) is used to obtain the best
possible match between the head unit audio output and
the amplifier input. Begin by turning the input level control
fully counterclockwise. Next, turn up the head unit volume
control around 3/4 of the way up. Adjust the input level
control clockwise until audible distortion is heard, then
slightly counterclockwise to provide the best match.

The LED indicator illuminates Blue during normal
operation.

Turn-On "POWER" is for high level connections. When the switch is in
the "POWER"position, the subwoofer automatically turns on when
there is signal input. When the Remote Turn-On (REM) is

used, please turn "SOURCE" Select.
